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TERMINAL LEARNING OBJECTIVE:  There are no Terminal Learning Objectives associated with this period of instruction.  

ENABLING LEARNING OBJECTIVE:
  (1)  Given the requirement, a service rifle/carbine, a magazine, 15 rounds of ammunition, and a 36-yard

battlesight zero target, fire a five shot group which does not exceed nine minutes of angle in accordance with MCRP 3-01A.
1.  ACTIONS BEFORE GROUPING EXERCISE:
a.  Initial Sight Setting:  The first step in grouping is to place the rifle sights on initial sight setting.  Initial sight setting is the sight setting that will place the shot group somewhere on the target and it becomes a reference point for the maintenance of your zero.  Initial sight setting is the starting point from which all sight adjustments will be made.

(1)  Front Sight Post:  Depress the front sight detent and rotate the front sight post either clockwise or counterclockwise until the base of the front sight post is flush with the front sight housing.  Rotating the front sight post clockwise lowers the front sight post while rotating the front sight post counterclockwise raises the front sight post.

(2)  Rear Sight Elevation Knob:  Rotate the rear sight elevation knob counterclockwise until the rear sight assembly is bottomed out on the upper receiver. Now rotate the rear sight elevation knob clockwise to bring the setting to 8/3.

(3)  Rear Sight Windage Knob:  Locate the windage index scale on the rifle rear sight assembly.  

(a)  Rotate the windage knob until the index line on the top of the large rear sight aperture aligns with the centerline on the windage index scale on the moveable base of the rear sight assembly.    

(b)  It is very important to mark the windage knob to verify precise sight settings and adjustments.  The exact realignment of these marks verifies that the sight has been precisely relocated to its original position.  Mark this position on the windage knob and the rear sight assembly.  This mark creates a reference point for counting windage on and off the rifle.  

(c)  The movements on the windage knob are so small that they are hard to read without being marked.  However, when they are marked, a small sight movement is easily detected.

2.  CONDUCT DURING GROUPING EXERCISE:


a.  Procedures To The Grouping Exercise:

(1)  Recruits will be given preparation time to place their rifle sights on the initial sight setting, and dry fire time before the grouping exercise.

(2)  The grouping exercise will last one hour or however long it takes to run every recruit through the exercise.

(3)  Safety brief, bolt and bore, review of weapons handling procedures.

(4)  Recruits will move to the staging area by relays and will don a loop sling and fill magazines when instructed to do so by the block NCO.

(5)  Recruits will move to the firing line when told to do so by the Tower NCO, and will assume a prone position.

(6)  Upon receiving the proper commands the recruits will fire one string of 5 rounds, and will unload show clear from the prone position upon completion.  Coaches will clear out the recruits and the firing line will elevate muzzles to the 12 o’clock position upon being cleared. 

(7)  Coaches will head down range and circle their recruits groups on the target.  

(8)  Upon receiving the command from the Tower NCO the student will repeat steps 6 and 7 until all 3 strings have been fired on all 3 targets.  Upon being cleared out the recruits will secure their loop sling and be escorted by the coach down range to collect their targets.
(9)  The Range Officer or Line Staff will measure the shot groups and inform the recruits whether their groups are within the acceptable group size.  An acceptable group will not exceed 3.24 inches (9 MOA).

       (10)  Recruits not achieving an acceptable shot group,
       within the three attempts will receive remedial
       instruction (test fire).  Test fire will be conducted by
       an instructor to determine if the weapon is operationally
       capable of firing an acceptable shot group.  If the weapon 
       is judged operationally capable, the recruit will be 
       scheduled for remedial instruction.

3.  AFTER GROUPING EXERCISE PROCEDURES: Upon completion of the exercise, recruits will be critiqued on their performance.  The following areas will be addressed when critiquing students:

a.  Weapons Handling

b.  Assuming The Prone Position

c.  Use Of The Loop Sling

d.  Application Of The Fundamentals Of Marksmanship 
    (aiming, breath control, and trigger control)

e.  Application Of Initial Sight Setting
4.  EXERCISE EVALUATION:  Recruits must obtain a 5-shot group within a 3.24-inch (9 MOA) circle at 36 yards/30 meters to pass the exercise.  Recruits who fail this exercise must receive remedial instruction before proceeding through the remainder of the training.
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
